Funding Policy

These policy guidelines are intended for third world NGOs that seek project funding from WFFC.

Project Proposal Requirements

All Project Proposals must:

1. Be consistent with WFFC’s Vision Statement, Mission Statement and Guiding Principles

2. Primarily benefit children under the age of 18

3. Originate from an NGO located in a developing country

4. Be written in English (including all attachments)

5. Be submitted only once per year (projects are accepted year-round however)

6. Not exceed 3 years of funding

7. Be funded in at least 2 installments, with a progress summary when applying for the 2nd (and 3rd or more) installments

8. Include copies of the NGO’s official documentation showing legal registration as an NGO with the applicable government

9. Include a copy of an annual financial summary from the NGO’s previous fiscal year

10. Include 3 reference letters from previous partners such as other NGOs or other donors

11. Be for a complete project; in other words, proposals for partially completed projects or requests for funding to sustain existing projects will not be accepted

12. Show that the children that are to benefit from the project were directly consulted regarding this project and that the majority of these children approved of such project; some sort of statistical results might be helpful

13. Designate the lead NGO entering into a Partnership Agreement with WFFC (the submitted proposal will form part of the Agreement)

Project Proposal Guidelines

1. Start with a 1-2 page executive summary of the project

2. Include an introductory background describing the project as though your reader is completely unfamiliar with the situation in that region

3. State who the beneficiaries are and how they were selected

4. Describe the objectives/purposes (what you hope to achieve)

5. Explain how you will achieve the objectives/purposes

6. Explain why this project is important

7. Explain how it is different from other similar projects in the same region

8. Include a detailed breakdown of the project budget, including installments

9. Include a monitoring and evaluation criteria with preset timeframes

10. Describe the NGO’s history of success

11. Mention any other participating partners

12. Describe how the project will be sustained after funding from WFFC has terminated

13. End with a concluding statement summarizing the proposal
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
